Deputy Deasy works under the overall direction of the Tanaiste and Minister for Foreign
Affairs and Trade, Simon Coveney, TD, and that of the Minister of State for the Diaspora and
International Development, Ciaran Cannon, TD. Deputy Deasy does not maintain any offices
within the Department of Foreign Affairs and Trade, as the assistance given to him by the
Department is drawn from existing resources. Ireland’s diplomatic network in the US also
provides logistical and policy support to Deputy Deasy in the area of immigration reform.
