2020)) after consultation with the Minister for Justice, hereby order as follows: 

 

1. This Order may be cited as the Criminal Justice (Mutual Assistance) 

Act 2008 (Designation of United Kingdom) Order 2020. 

 

2. This Order shall come into operation at 11:00pm on the 31st day of 

December 2020. 

 

3. The United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland is 

designated for the purposes of mutual assistance between the State and that 

state under the Criminal Justice (Mutual Assistance) Act 2008 (No. 7 of 2008) 

in accordance with the relevant international instruments mentioned in the 

Schedule to this Order.
